Drug and Alcohol Facts Week is an annual campaign sponsored by the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) to educate youth about the facts and myths of drug use.  This year’s theme is Shatter the Myths. 

Educating our youth can play an important role in preventing drug and alcohol use.  In the 2015-16 legislative session, the Senate passed Senator Bates’ SR 55 to recognize this week.  That resolution stated, “Research shows that children whose parents talk to them about alcohol and other drugs are 50 percent less likely to use them than kids who do not have these important conversations at home.”
