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BACKGROUND
In January, organizations throughout the country spotlight human trafficking, which the California Office of the Attorney General (OAG) defines as “a form of modern day slavery that profits from the exploitation of our most vulnerable populations.” 

The OAG estimates human trafficking is a $32 billion-a-year global industry that is growing very quickly – the world’s fastest growing criminal activity.  This month is an opportunity to increase awareness and fight back against human trafficking.
