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BACKGROUND
January is National Stalking Awareness Month, a time to help raise awareness of this dangerous crime. 
While some may think that stalking only happens to celebrities or between strangers, it can happen to anyone.  Safe Horizon, a non-profit that provides education, support and justice for victims of crime and abuse, reports that approximately 7.5 million people are stalked in the United States each year. 

Additionally, stalking is a dangerous crime.  Tragically, the National Center for Victims of Crime, another non-profit working on behalf of crime victims and their families, highlights that “3 in 4 women killed by an intimate partner had been stalked by that intimate partner.”
